I. Acknowledge God’s ___ Ownership

“The earth is the LORD’S, and all it contains, the world, and those who
dwell in it.” (Psalm 24:1)

“The heavens are Yours, the earth also is Yours; The world and all it
contains, You have founded them.” (Psalm 89:11)

“O Lord, how many are Your works. In wisdom You have made them
all; The earth is full of Your possessions. There is the sea, great and
broad, in which are swarms without number, animals both small and
great. There the ships move along, and Leviathan, which You bhave
formed to sport in it. They all wait for You to give them their food in due
season. You give to them, they gather it up; You open Your hand, they
are satisfied with good.

Be a Good _ Manager . 1 Corinthians 4:1-5

“Let a man regard us in this manner, as servants of Christ and stewards
of the mysteries of God. In this case, moreover, it is requived of stewards
that one be found trustworthy. But to me it is a very small thing that 1
may be examined by you, or by any human court; in fact, I do not even
examine myself. For I am conscious of nothing against myself, yet I am
not by this acquitted; but the one who examines me is the Lord.
Therefore do not go on passing judgment before the time, but wait until
the Lord comes who will both bring to light the things hidden in the
darkness and disclose the motives of men’s bearts; and then each man’s
praise will come to him from God.” (1 Corinthians 4:1-5)

First: The ___Requirement of a Manager. Vs. 2
Our time, talents, spiritual gifts, homes, cars, financial resources
have been entrusted to us by God and He expects us to manage
His stuff well.

Second: The ___ Evolution of a Manager. Vs. 3-5
We should ultimately live, serve and “manage” to gain the
approval of an audience of one...God.

“Every man’s way is right in his own eyes, but the Lord weighs the
hearts.” (Proverbs 21:2)

“Therefore do not go on passing judgment before the time, but wait
until the Lord comes who will both bring to light the things bidden in
the darkness and disclose the motives of men’s bearts; and then each
man’s praise will come to bim from God.” (vs. 5)

Being one of God’s “managers” is the greatest privilege known
to man...being a faithful manager brings the greatest reward any
person can ever receive.

Get Out of Debt.

e Start giving to God.
““Will a man rob God? Yet you are robbing Me! But you say,
“How have we robbed You?” In tithes and offerings. You are
cursed with a curse, for you are robbing Me, the whole nation of

you! Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, so that there may
be food in My house, and test Me now in this,” says the LORD of
hosts, if I will not open for you the windows of heaven and pour
out for you a blessing until it overflows. Then I will rebuke the
devourer for you, so that it will not destroy the fruits of the
ground; nor will your vine in the field cast its grapes,’ says the
LORD of hosts.” (Malachi 3:8-11)

Stop __Borrowing
