Third: Where do the Presidential Candidates Stand?

Obama

1 100% rating from Planned Parenthood (Pro-abortion group) for support of family planning
and abortion rights.

1 100% rating by NARAL on pro-choice votes. (National Abortion and Reproductive Rights
Action League)

1 Supports legislation to outlaw employment discrimination on the basis of Sexual
Orientation and Gender Identity

1 Supports full adoption rights for same-sex couples.

1 Supports the complete repeal of DOMA (Defense of Marriage Act) to ensure that all federal
legal rights and benefits currently provided on the basis of marital status are extended to
same-sex couples in civil unions.

1 Voted against a Federal Amendment to ban same-sex marriage.

1 Opposes all constitutional amendments of marriage, including proposed amendments in
California, Arizona and Florida.

1 Supports Civil Unions that confer “the equivalent Legal rights as a marriage license.”

1 Supports the repealing of “Don’t Ask Don’t Tell” military policy and to allow all service
members to serve openly.

1 0% rating from National Right to Life Committee. (anti-abortion group.)

1 Voted NO on prohibiting minors crossing state lines for abortions.

1 Voted NO on notifying parents of minors who get out-of-state abortions.

1 Voted against banning partial birth abortion.

1 Supports Roe v. Wade.

1 Would nominate liberal judges who “Legislate from the bench.”

McCain

1 0% rating by NARAL...indicating a pro-life voting record.

1 75% rating by NRLC... (National Right to Life Committee)

1 Voted yes on maintaining ban on Military Base abortions.

1 Voted yes on banning partial birth abortions except for maternal life.

1 Would vote to overturn Roe v. Wade but keep incest & rape exception.

1 Opposes partial-birth abortions and public financing.

1 Opposes transporting minors across state lines for abortion.

1 Opposes same-sex marriage. Supports California’s Prop 8.

1 Would Not repeal “Don’t Ask Don’t Tell” military policy.

1 Voted YES on notifying parents of minors who get out-of-state abortions.

1 Would appoint conservative Supreme Court judges who do not legislate from the bench.

1 Supports the Defense of Marriage Act (DOMA) which defines marriage as being between
one man and one woman, and forbids states from being forced to accept any other
definition of marriage under the U.S. Constitution’s Full Faith and Credit Clause.



Comments from Obama and McCain in interview with Rick Warren
Senator John McCain

Warren: Let’s deal with abortion...At what point is a baby entitled to human rights?

McCain: At the moment of conception. I have a 25-year pro-life record in the Congress, in the Senate. And as
president of the United States, I will be a pro-life president. And this presidency will have pro-life policies.
That’s my commitment. That’s my commitment to you.

Warren: Define Marriage.

McCain: A union — a union between man and woman, between one man and one woman. That’s my
definition... Could I — are we going to get back to the importance of Supreme Court Justices or should I
mention...

Warren: We will get back to that.
McCain: OK. All right.
Warren: You’re jumping ahead...

McCain: When we speak of the issue of the rights to the unborn, we need to talk about judges. But, anyway,
go ahead.

Warren: Let me ask you a question related to that. We have got a bill right here in California, Proposition 8,
that’s going on, because the court overturns this definition of marriage. Was the Supreme Court of California
wrong?

McCain: [ believe they were wrong, and I strongly support preserving the unique status of marriage between
man and woman. And I’'m a federalist. I believe that states should make those decisions.

In my state, I hope we will make that decision, and other states, they have to recognize the unique status
between man and woman. And that doesn’t mean that people can’t enter into legal agreements. That doesn’t
mean that they don’t have the rights of all citizens. ’'m not saying that. I am saying that we should preserve the
unique status of marriage between one man and one woman.

And if a federal court — if a federal court decided that my state of Arizona had to observe what the state of
Massachusetts decided, then I would favor a constitutional amendment. Until then, I believe the states should
make the decisions within their own states.
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
